Code, Uttarakhand, 2024, the Governor is pleased to make the following rules with a
view to further amend the Uniform Civil Code Rules, Uttarakhand, 2025, namely:-

The Uniform Civil Code (Fourth Amendment) Rules, Uttarakhand, 2025

Short title and | 1. | (1) These rules may be called the Uniform Civil Code (Fourth
commencement Amendment) Rules, Uttarakhand, 2025.

(2) They shall come into force at once.
